It's almost time again for the
nationally sanctioned Alabama
Yellowhammer Endurance Horse Ride.

This year it will be held on September 30",
Oct 1* and Oct 2", (Thursday, Friday and
Saturday) in the Shoal Creek District of the
Talladega National Forest near Heflin, Al

Net control, and up to 12 checkpoints will be
operated from 6AM to midnight Thursday and
6AM to 6PM on both Friday and Saturday.
Operators log riders as they pass the checkpoint
and relay this information to net control along
with reports of lame or injured horses needing
transport back to camp. Any amount of time that
you can help, especially on Thursday, will be
great, even if only part of the day or night.

Net Control and check-in location will be at
the Warden Station Horse Camp in Choccolocco
Wildlife Management Area.

No other form of communication works in this
remote area so our involvement provides the only
security and safety link for the riders and horses.
Meals, snacks, drinks are provided by ride
management. Proceeds from this event go right
back into our Talladega National Forest here,
maintaining and restoring all trails; ATV, ORV,
foot and horse trails.

This is a fantastic opportunity to test your
preparedness for an ECOMM/ARES type
deployment lasting 3 full days. A great chance to
test your equipment and yourself while providing
a vital service. Your help is needed and will be
greatly appreciated!
